What to think about when.....

Buying a Buggy

Going to look at prams for your new arrival can be a very daunting experience,
there are so many on the market. Make a list of your criteria and take it to
you local baby superstore. Ask an assistant to show you buggies based on your
criteria, then once you have made a descision, go home and look for it online.

« Cost - know our budget, it’s easy to get carried away.

- Travel system - travel systems include a pushchair, carrycot, and car seat that all

click together. Some have the pushchair and carrycot as one which will save you room if
storage space is short. Others have a separate bassinet unit which is very nice for early days
& means you can save on a moses basket and use this instead. It’s also better for baby’s
spine to lay totally flat. Please note that car seats are not always compatible with every car,
so do ask. They should always be fitted by a professional.

« Age - some are not suitable from birth.

« Forward/backwards facing - it’s nice to have your baby facing you when they
are young but as they get older forward facing is good. Some prams are interchangeable
allowing both options.

- Size when open and folded - how wide is it, remember you need to fit through door
ways, shop isles etc. when folded will it fit in the car boot, in the house?

» Ease & weight- How easy it is to fold and lift into your car boot?

o Handles - it’s generally easier to manoeuvre a pram that has one handle than two. Many
are adjustable for height.

» Wheels - would you prefer 3 or 4? If you go for lots of walks in the country or have a
gravel drive you would be better with large wheels. Also be aware that not all front wheels
swivel which makes it very awkward to manoeuvre.

e Comfort - how soft is the seat

» Shopping basket - when you go out and about you
will need to take a change bag etc. with you. A big
shopping basket with easy access will make your life a
lot easier.

e Accessories - does it come with a footmuff,
raincover and parasol - if you have to buy them
separately the cost soon adds up.

e Colour - pink for a girl and blue for a boy is
all very well, but remember both mum and dad
will be pushing it! Also if you are planning more
children, a neutral colour is better.

e Washable - Is the cover removable?

e Future - if you are planing more kiddies
you might also want to check that you are
able to attach a buggy board or buggy pod.
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
